Except for Final B, all pairs will comprise two players from the same NBO.  
To participate in the Seniors Series a player must have been born in 1959 or earlier. 
 
Attention is drawn to Article 2.8 of the EBL GCoC. Players are required to have signed the EBL Competitor’s 
Commitment Form (see GCoC Appendix 2) before the start of the event.

The entry fees are € 300 for a pair. € 50 for each player participating in Final B who did not participate in 
the Qualifying Stage.
